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principle did He propagate? How could He be considered
supreme if He had nothing new to offer?

Shriji Maharaj has explained in the Nirmédn (non-pride)
chapter of Vedras: “The devotees who identify their dtman
completely with Akshar and offer updsand to Purushottam
Paramatman deserve to be highly complimented... And those
who do not realise Purushottam with Swami-sevak bhadv, and
behave as one with Him should be condemned.”

If we look at the updsand of the previous paroksh
incarnations such as Radha-Krishna from the dtman viewpoint
— leaving aside the distinction between male and female and
other physical aspects — then the upédsand of atman and
Paramédtman, Brahman and Parabrahman is also implicit. Radha
is atman, Krishna is Paramdtman. Radha-Krishna implies that
only after identification of the self with dman, is a devotee
entitled to worship Krishna - Paramatman. From this
standpoint, the upésana of the previous incarnations is inherent
in Akshar Purushottam upésand. Akshar Purushottam upésana is
Vedic since Brahman and Parabrahman have been expounded
by the Vedas.

Some point out that grammatically ‘Swaminarayan’ is one
word. In that case, the etymology of the words
Lakshmindrdyan and Narnardayan given in Shikshapatri proves
to be wrong. If in those cases, Shriji Mahdrdj advocates
worship of Lakshmi with Narayan, and Nar with Narayan,
then the obvious inference is worship of Swami with Nardyan.

Shriji Mahardj has accepted Vishishtadvaita — qualified non-
dualism. Therefore, if we accept Lord Narayan as qualified by
Swami, then the term Vishishtddvaita stands true. Here Swami
— Aksharbrahman stands in relation of the body to Parabrahman
— Shriji Mahéardj. The Shrutis also speak of “Yasyaksharam
shariram” — that whose body is this Akshar. Only if we accept
Purushottam/Nardyan/Parabrahman as qualified by Akshar/
Swami/Brahman, does the acceptance of qualified non-dualism
by Shriji Mahardj stand to reason. In the Vishishtadvaita of
Ramanuja, God is qualified by jiva and mayd. In the
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Vishishtadvaita of Swaminardyan, jiva, Ishwara and maya stand
in relation of the body (sharir) to Akshar, and Akshar is their
owner (shariri), because Akshar is their support and cause. At
the same time, Akshar stands in relation of the body (sharir) to
Lord Purushottam who is his soul (shariri). This principle is
clearly explained in Vachandmritam Gadhada 1/64. That is the
very reason why Shri Krishnavallabh Acharya also describes
the doctrine of Shriji Maharaj as ‘Vishishtadvaite’pi
Brahmavishishtadvaitatvam” — ie. Neo-Vishishtddvaita of
Vishishtédvaita.
